At the Vestry meeting in March, Father Keith welcomed into our parish family 

Father Ernest and May Chau, parents of  our wonderful Nicola.  Father Ernest 

retired last year after serving as Rector at Artarmon, where he, May and Nicola 

had been building a strong and inclusive ministry in their local community for 

those from a Chinese speaking background.  Father Keith and Father Ernest                    

also spoke briefly at our Vestry meeting about our planning for a ministry at                    

St John’s to our significant and growing Asian heritage community in Gordon. 

 

Just before Father Keith went on leave, he and Father Ernest agreed on the first 

steps in this ministry.  In August, Father Ernest will commence leading a 

Wednesday daytime Bible study and teaching session, and on Thursday                            

evenings in our hall we will be inviting locals from a Chinese speaking                               

background to engage in social activities such as table tennis and Mahjong,                                 

perhaps have a meal and learn more about Christ.   

 

Additionally, Father Ernest has begun assisting at the 9:30AM Sunday                          

Eucharist. 

 

This is an exciting step for our parish and genuine renewal.  What Christ has         

established at St John’s is a wonderful foundation from which we continue to                 

develop and into which we open to open ourselves to a challenging and growing 

community.
